HOPE Community Corporation, a newly
established nonprofit in Eugene, Oregon, is
committed to providing high-quality, affordable
manufactured homes to communities across
the West Coast.

HOPE has revitalized an old American Steel
factory, turning it into a vibrant HUD certified
manufactured home facility.

This enterprise was made possible by a $15
million grant from the State of Oregon in 2022,
spearheaded by Representative Pam Marsh,
District 5, in response to the devastating 2020
wildfire season. HOPE is focused on tackling the
critical housing shortage for lower-income
residents, individuals affected by natural
disasters, and workforce housing needs.
